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Report : The seventh Engineers’ salon

JSPE held an engineers’ meeting (salon) at JPEC/JSPE office in Akasaka Nov. 13. The leading speaker Mr. Tsuchiya provided 10 participants with a current topic
about a global energy perspective based on the ‘Shell Scenario New Lens Scenario 2013’ . Shell has been developing scenarios since 1970’s. Scenarios are stories
that consider “what if” questions to explore alternative views of the future and create plausible stories around them. They obtained two scenarios this time. The
first scenario is labeled “Mountain” and the second one is “Ocean”. The first story foresees a rise of natural gas as an energy resource and the second one
describes that oil and coal remain as energy-mix and the solar becomes the largest source by 2070.
